Police Calls for Service


How the process works…





To better serve the community and avoid unnecessary delays in responding to citizens needs, the following is an explanation of how the Police communication system is structured.  





The cities of Ione, Jackson and Sutter Creek all contract with the Amador County Sheriff’s Office (ACSO) for dispatch communication services.  Each of the cities pays an identical contract fee for these services. Fees include equipment maintenance, personnel salaries and benefits, and other related expenses associated with the operation of the communications center.  All police related calls for service are dispatched through the Sheriff’s dispatch center.  It is important to understand that the centralized communications center is responsible for dispatching police services for all city police and deputies alike. The Center expedites response times, prioritizes responses, and provides capture of central documentation for all reports.





When a citizen needs to report a crime, speak with an officer, or needs emergency assistance, it is much more effective and expeditious to call the dispatch center directly. Dispatchers enter the information related to the call into the county wide computer dispatching system and send the appropriate agency to handle the call.





This system does not prevent local citizens from coming to the police department directly or initiating contact with police department personnel, but it does improve the efficiency of serving the community. Some choose to call city hall and pass police related information or requests through other city employees. This often creates an incorrect assessment of the requested needs and almost always results in unnecessary delay in addressing the request. All requests that require police response ultimately are routed through the dispatch center and recorded into the computer aided dispatch system. The redundancy can result in a delay in service.
