The community is once again invited to gather at the 


BIG RED BARN at Rancho Arroyo Seco for a community fundraiser for four public safety startup programs that will serve the citizens of Ione, and keep our City safe. Plans are underway for Saturday, October 23rd starting at 5:30 for a BBQ of top sirloin steak, chicken, salads, beans vegetables and garlic bread. This is a family event with activities that will include a haunted house, bounce house, music, raffle, silent auction and more. Pre-purchased tickets are $15 for adults, kids 6 to 10 $5, 5 years and under are free. Cost at the door is $20. Tickets are available at Clark’s Corner, City Hall or call 274-2777. The goal is to raise $25K or more with up to $10K in matching funds donated by Rancho Arroyo Seco. Every $15 ticket will contribute $30 with the matching funds. The Ione PD will use the funds for four programs that once in place will be maintained and sustained by the department. Prevention and protection for the people who live in Ione are the key element for each of these programs.





Citizens Volunteer Patrol will provide a presence in the community and assist local law enforcement with community related needs. A successful program will provide a presence and deterrence for crime, help meet the sensitive needs in the community, and provide a highly visible partnership in the community. 


K-9 Program that will provide a dual purpose K-9 dog that serves two functions—patrol work and narcotics detection. The program will fund purchase of a dog and training and certification of the team (dog and officer). Hawke, our current narcotics dog will retire after many years of service. 


Gang Task Force Efforts are currently handled by two trained liaison officers. Funds will strengthen the commitment by providing equipment for officers and a greater need to allow additional overtime to coordinate and plan enforcement details. Ione also participates in a county wide gang task force.


School Safety Program will allow the police department to be more active at the elementary and junior high schools. Increasing safety and educational programs is a priority. The department enjoys a great relationship with both schools and a workable partnership for campus issues and enforcement. This will enhance those efforts. There are over 1000 students in Ione on a school day.


	











Reverse 911 Notification System





Reverse 911 is a computer program notification system that can be utilized to target messages to landline phone numbers within Amador County (similar in design to the Amador Unified School District computer notification system). The Reverse 911 system draws from a directory of phone numbers, and is operated and maintained by the Amador County Sheriff’s Office (ACSO) with routing through their dispatch center. In the event of emergency or an advisory/informational need, law enforcement can access the system to send important information to selected areas of the county. 


 


In the recent use of the reverse 911 messaging system it was discovered that a substantial number of phone listings are not being called by the system. Although the phone numbers are listed in the 911 directory, technical issues with mapping and geo coding data entry have been the problem. The ACSO is addressing this and working to correct the problem. 





In the future, additional improvements will be the ability and option to add cellular phone numbers to the system.  True emergency type of messages will be directed to all numbers, both listed and unlisted. Advisory/informational type of messages will typically be restricted to listed numbers.





The Ione Police Department will continue to utilize the system as a communication tool to keep Ione residents informed, updated, and alert to sensitive needs information. The community will be kept informed and notified as system capabilities are updated.

Three seats on the Ione City Council will be open and voted on by City of Ione registered voters in the general election on November 2nd. Six candidates will be on the ballot. Candidates who are seeking these vacancies include Lee Ard, Dan Epperson, Lloyd Oneto, Jerry Sherman, Ron Smylie and Jim Ulm. A candidates’ forum will be held on September 29th at Evalynn Bishop Hall from 7 to 9 PM. This is an opportunity for the candidates to present themselves to the public, and the public to better understand each candidate’s position on the City and its future. The forum will be facilitated by the League of Women Voters, El Dorado County, a nonpartisan political organization for women and men that encourages informed and active participation in government. In addition, they offer many voter education programs.
