  VI.        PUBLIC HEARING:
                  1.   Tommy’s Garage Creative Sign Permit – The applicant is requesting a

                        Creative Sign Permit to exceed the maximum allowed sign area for the

                        property and to allow for the use of vinyl as the sign material.  The
                        applicant is requesting a total sign area allowed of 150 square feet. The
                        Commission was given illustrations of the proposed signs and their
                        locations on the building.
                        Chairman McDermed asked if the existing sign on the pole at the corner of

                        Preston and Plymouth Highway is part of the 150 square feet allowed sign

                        use. City Planner Jordan commented that the existing sign is considered 
                        separate.


Chairman McDermed opened the public hearing at 6:10 p.m.

                        Sara Bowles, Tommy’s Garage, 340 Preston Avenue commented that 

                        these signs are not going to be there forever-- we are trying to get on our 
                        feet. Permanent signage is very expensive and I cannot afford permanent 

                        signage at this time. The signs on Preston Avenue and Plymouth Highway 
                        are basically my number one form of advertising and our goal is to
                        generate money for this town. I think having signs along the Preston 
                       Avenue side would help do that.
                       Cathy Landgraf, 338 Preston Avenue I like the designs of these signs—

                        they look great and I don’t have a problem with them being temporary of

                        this material. The garage is in an excellent location with great visibility. I
                        have a real problem with the telephone banner on the Preston side of the
                        building. I do not find it to be a benefit to Ione or his building to use that

                        size sign with the telephone number. He has so many other places he could 
                        put that banner and I don’t think it is going to do anything for the quality
                        of the building. That is my only objection.
