National Purple Heart Day—August 7th  
George Washington awarded the original Purple Heart, designated as a Badge of Merit, in 1782. The Badge of Merit  

faded from use but was revived and launched in 1932, this time as the Purple Heart. As well as honoring those  
wounded in combat, this iteration of the Purple Heart recognized commendable action. It was in 1944 that the policy 

was changed slightly and the Purple Heart was given the purpose we know it for today, specifically to honor those who 
have been wounded or died in active duty. In total there have been 1.8 million Purple Hearts awarded over the years.  
Purple Heart Day was first observed in 2014 and has been observed every year since. It’s a chance to reflect on the  

bravery of those who have fought for the U.S. and to ensure that their courage is never forgotten.
